







































































Upward Ho!, published by Driftwood Press in 1934. His
daughter, Jeannette Slocomb Edwards was not only a poet,
but a fine artist as well. Slocomb Edwards, Delaware’s
second Poet Laureate from 1950 — 1953, founded The
Wilmington Poetry & Music Society in 1935, which
promoted and published the work of local poets until the
late 1970s. Her efforts culminated in an anthology
containing most of Delaware’s working poets from the
middle part of the 20th century. This anthology, Delaware
Poets 1940-1976, was edited by Delaware’s fifth and 13th
Poet Laureate, David Hudson, in 1976 as part of
Delaware’s Bicentennial celebration.

In addition to poets, Delaware has produced a spate
of critically acclaimed novelists and prose writers in the
early part of the 20th century. Most notable are Anne
Parrish and John P. Marquand. Marquand earned a
Pulitzer Prize in fiction in 1938 for his novel, The Late
George Apley. Parrish’s 1928 novel, All Kneeling was made
into the 1950 film, Born to be Bad starring Joan Fontaine.
Other notable authors from Delaware during the 1920s
and 1930s include Henry Seidel Canby, Christopher Ward,
John Biggs, Jr., Mary Biggs, Dillwyn Parrish, Charles
Wertenbaker, Green Peyton, and Victor Thaddeus.
